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5th Annual ViBe Creative District Mural Festival presented by Rite Aid to feature 10 NEW 
murals in 10 days by 10 artists this August 19-28

is welcomed to come witness the fifth annual ViBe Mural Festival presented by trusted retailer Rite 
Aid in Virginia Beach this August 19-28, 2022. A total of 10 new murals will be painted by 10 different 
national and local artists at properties throughout the arts district. The project allows the artists a 10-
day timeframe to paint their artwork designs to completion providing the public ample time to explore 
and meet the artists while they work. Free public programming and events are offered during the 
festival. 

“As a Virginia Beach resident, I have seen how art has the power to enhance the quality of life in the 
ViBe Creative District,” said Heyward Donigan, Rite Aid President and CEO. “Rite Aid is committed to 
meeting the health and wellness needs of the communities we serve, and we’re excited to have an 
opportunity to engage with the Virginia Beach community through a mural that promotes whole 
health.”  

“The 5th Annual ViBe Mural Festival is our largest event to date with several new opportunities for the 
public to engage with the artists,” said Kate Pittman, executive director of the ViBe Creative District 
nonprofit. “We are thrilled to have the support of our presenting sponsor Rite Aid, who will host the 
largest wall mural at their location on 17th Street. Their acknowledgement of ViBe’s community impact 
and their commitment to improving health outcomes make this a perfect partnership.” Rite Aid 
selected renowned local artist Sam Welty, an artist with decades of mural experience. 
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All 10 locations are located within a short 1.5 mile walk and were selected by the ViBe Creative 
District nonprofit over the last year as the locally owned-businesses and property owners expressed 
interest in participating in the district’s growth. Property owners have committed to preserving the 
murals for a minimum of 2 years and posting a sponsor plaque to recognize the funders and featured 
artists. An online google map now shows 425,000 virtual views of the murals in the ViBe District.
